Bible text: John 3: 19–21 

And this is the condemnation, that the light has come into the world, 
and men loved darkness rather than light, because their deeds were 
evil. For everyone practising evil hates the light and does not come 
to the light, lest his deeds should be exposed. But he who does the 
truth comes to the light, that his deeds may be clearly seen, that they 
have been done in God. 

The Lord confronts us with the light of His truth. We choose to step 
into, and walk in, His light. 

• Jesus, the light, reveals the truth and calls for a decision: 
acceptance brings life, rejection brings condemnation. 

• We avoid darkness (evil) and strive for the light (Jesus Christ). 

• Walking in the light of Christ implies ongoing repentance, truth, and 
active charity.
